DESCRIPTIVE DATA

This kit is available for replacement of the competitors’
thermostats shown in table with Schneider Electric
thermostats. See page 2. Refer to table and specific column
where parts used are indicated. Read instructions and select
needed parts. If surface run raceway wiremold or tubing is
used, you must cut out section of base.

INSTALLATION

The same general procedure for conversion of all devices
applies.

1. Remove stat (and rings) from wall.
Remove air head (and gasket) from fitting.
Clean fitting surface if required.

See table for specific section applicable.

Identify correct mounting parts and instructions.

Place the plastic ring against the wall, with the two plastic
5/32-inch tubes drawn through. As these tubes connect
to the thermostat, draw through each part added in this
procedure. Identify the main and branch tubes.

7. Place the multi-slotted metal plate into the plastic ring
and secure to the air head or wall using the screws
indicated in the appropriate section.

8. Obtain the thermostat mounting plate and screws from
the thermostat box.

9. Place the foam gasket between the multi-slotted plate
and front plate, with tholes 24 and 25 in alignment.
Secure the stat mounting plate to the front plate by using
(2) 6-32 flat head screws in the tapped holes 24 and 25
in the multi-slotted plate.

10. Insert a 5/32-inch barbed coupling into each tube.

11. Cut the stat tubes to about 3 inches long and insert the
5/32-inch barbed couplings from the tubes of the wall
ring assembly.

12. Remove the stat cover, push the tubes in the ring cavity
and secure the stat to its mounting plate with the (3) Allen
head screws.

13. Install the stat cover, the installation is complete.
